Basic Eligibility Requirements for Scholarships:

A. The applicant shall be a member in good standing, or the student child of a member, of one of the Member companies of the Baltimore County Volunteer Firemen’s Association, or a student child of an active or retired Baltimore County Career Firefighter or Police. Applicant must be able to provide proof of eligibility.

B. Applicant must have been accepted by, or enrolled in a qualifying program at an accredited Community College, College, or University.

C. Must have and maintain a C (2.0) minimum average to be eligible. The student is required to forward a transcript to Box 234 Association at the end of each semester to confirm this was accomplished. Failure to provide this document as proof of the minimum grade requirement will require the funds be repaid by the awarded student, to Box 234 Association. Students that fail to meet these requirements once awarded will also no longer be eligible for this scholarship.
Application Procedure:
A. Obtain the application materials.

D. Applicant shall provide proof of enrollment or acceptance into a qualifying program.
